Nuala Ni Dhomhnaill was born in Lancashire in 1952, of Irish parents, and was brought up in the Dingle Gaeltacht and in Nenagh, Co Tipperary. A poet of
international reputation whose work has been translated by a host of leading contemporary writers, she was Ireland Professor of Poetry in 2002-4. Her most
recent collection The Fifty Minute Mermaid (2007) assured her great critical acclaim. As part of this tour, Nuala Ni Dhomhnaill will give readings of her work
and will be accompanied by musicians and singers, Sean Mac Corraidh, Réise Nic Corraidh and Caoimhe Ni Chathail.
